
Nature detective

Did you know that organisms can work together 
in an ecosystem? This is called symbiosis — the 
interaction between two different organisms 
that live in close proximity to each other.

In a forest habitat, ants and beetles feed 
leaves to fungi to help them grow. Then, they 
consume the fungi as food. 

A dead tree can provide food for insects and 
fungi, nesting cavities for woodpeckers and act 
as nutrients for other plants.
